










 

Chapter 1: Installation and Activation 

BarTender Components 

There are a number of components that you may need to install.  
♦ BarTender: A powerful program for designing and printing bar code 

labels and other kinds of labels that can read data from multiple sources.  

♦ Commander (Enterprise Edition Only): A program that automatically 
performs user-defined tasks in response to a trigger. Refer to Common 
Procedures for Commander below. 

♦ Seagull License Server (Enterprise Edition Only): A software tool for 
monitoring and enforcing printer licenses. Refer to Seagull License 
Server below. 

♦ BarTender Security Key (Keyed Licenses Only): A hardware security 
key that attaches to a parallel or USB port.  

♦ Seagull Printer Drivers for Popular High Speed Label Printers: 
Refer to Chapter 3. 

♦ Windows® Components Required by BarTender 

Microsoft WinSock 2 for Windows 95: Must be installed on 
computers using Windows 95 that will run either Seagull License 
Server or the Enterprise Edition of BarTender.

• Distributed Component Object Model (DCOM) for Windows 95: 
Must be installed on any computers using Windows 95 if you need 
labels that read from databases.  
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• Microsoft Data Access Components (MDAC): Must be installed on 
any Windows 95/98/Me/NT computers if you need labels that read 
from databases.  

In addition to installing components, you will also activate your software. 
(See Activation below.)  

Installation Procedures 

The BarTender components must be installed in the order that they are listed 
below. Which components you need to install will depend on your operating 
system and BarTender edition. The BarTender CD-ROM will automatically 
display an opening screen from which you can install all of the software 
components. 

Installing WinSock 2 (Windows 95 Users Only) 

Perform these steps on every Windows 95 computer on which you plan to 
run either the Seagull License Server or the Enterprise Edition of BarTender. 
There is no need to install WinSock 2 with other versions of Windows. 
1. If you are not already viewing the opening screen, place the BarTender 

CD-ROM into your CD drive. The opening screen will appear 
automatically. 

2. Click BarTender Label Printing Software on the opening screen. Then 
click WinSock 2 for Windows 95.  

3. Follow the instructions given by the setup program. 

Installing the Security Key (Keyed Licenses Only) 

If your edition of BarTender comes with a HASP® security key, it must be 
installed on either a parallel or USB port of the computer. (With the 
Enterprise Edition, the key goes on the computer that will run Seagull 
License Server. See Installing Seagull License Server below.) Without this 
security device installed, BarTender will operate only in demonstration 
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mode: one letter or number from each text field and bar code will be 
randomly changed when labels are printed. 

Parallel Port Key Installation 
1. Plug the key into a parallel port on your computer, preferably LPT1.  
2. Attach the security keys from other vendors, if any, to the back of the 

Seagull Scientific key. 
3. Plug the cable, if any, directly into the key itself.  

USB Port Key Installation 
Plug the key into an available USB port. The USB security key is not 
supported on Windows 95 and Windows NT.  

Installing Seagull License Server 
(Enterprise Edition Only) 

If you have the Enterprise Edition of BarTender, install the Seagull License 
Server before installing BarTender. This application runs unattended and 
invisibly on any computer on your network. You may install it on a computer 
that will also run BarTender. Seagull License Server interacts with 
BarTender seamlessly so that BarTender users need not even know that it is 
running.  
1. Choose a computer on your network to be the host of the Seagull License 

Server. It can be any computer, so long as it is accessible through your 
network from the workstations on which you run BarTender. To operate 
BarTender on machines separated from the license server by a router, 
contact Seagull Scientific Technical Support. (Refer to Appendix B: 
Technical Support.) 

2. If you are not already viewing the opening screen, place the BarTender 
CD-ROM into your CD drive. The opening screen will appear 
automatically.  

3. Click BarTender Label Printing Software on the opening screen. Then 
click Seagull License Server.  
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4. You will be given the opportunity to run the Activation Wizard near the 
end of the installation. If you run it, follow the instructions on screen. 
(See Activation below.) 

For detailed help about Seagull License Server and how it works with 
BarTender: 
1. On the Seagull License Server menu, click Help and select Seagull 

License Server Help. 
2. On the BarTender menu, click Tools and select General Options. Open 

the License Management tab and click the Help button. 

Installing BarTender 

Perform these steps on every computer on which you plan to run BarTender. 
1. If you are not already viewing the opening screen, place the BarTender 

CD-ROM into your CD drive. The opening screen will appear 
automatically.  

2. Click BarTender Label Printing Software on the opening screen. Then 
click BarTender and follow the instructions given by the setup program. 

Note: 

If you have the Enterprise Edition of BarTender, the Commander program is 
installed automatically when you install BarTender. (Refer to Common 
Procedures for Commander below.) 

Installing DCOM (Windows 95 Users Only) 

Perform these steps on every Windows 95 computer on which you plan to 
install MDAC. There is no need to install DCOM with other versions of 
Windows. 
1. If you are not already viewing the opening screen, place the BarTender 

CD-ROM into your CD drive. The opening screen will appear 
automatically. 

2. Click BarTender Label Printing Software on the opening screen. Then 
click Microsoft DCOM for Windows 95.  
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3. Follow the instructions given by the setup program. 

Installing MDAC (Optional) 

Perform these steps on every Windows 95/98/Me/NT computer on which 
you plan to have BarTender read label data from databases. (On Windows 95 
computers, you must install DCOM first. Refer to Installing DCOM for 
Windows 95 above.) 
1. If you are not already viewing the opening screen, place the BarTender 

CD-ROM into your CD drive. The opening screen will appear 
automatically. 

2. Click BarTender Label Printing Software on the opening screen. Then 
click Microsoft Data Access Pack (MDAC).  

3. Follow the instructions given by the setup program.

To ensure that you have the latest version of MDAC, check Microsoft’s web 
page: www.microsoft.com.  

Activation 

During the installation, you will have the opportunity to activate your 
software. Activation is a quick, easy, anonymous process that unlocks a 
software product for unlimited use and helps combat software piracy. When 
you choose to activate, an Activation Wizard will run. Click its Help button 
for more information about activation and privacy.

Chapter 2: Using BarTender 

Overview 

This chapter guides you through the process of designing labels, modifying 
their formats, and specifying the data you want to print. Begin by running 
BarTender. A blank label is displayed and your on-screen mouse cursor 
should be in pointer mode (shaped like an arrow). 
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Creating a New Label Format 

To begin a new label format: 

1. Select New on the File menu. The New Format Wizard will open. 
2. The New Format Wizard guides you through the steps needed to start 

your format design.  

If you prefer not to use the wizard, follow the instructions in the next two 
sections. 

Specifying the Correct Printer  

The first step in designing any label format is to specify the printer that will 
most often be used to print the labels made from the format. This reduces the 
chance that the labels will contain fonts that the printer cannot print quickly, 
and the chance that the size of the label format will exceed the printer's 
memory.  

1. Click the printer button  on the Main toolbar, or Print in the File 
menu, to display the Print dialog. 

2. Click the down arrow on the right side of the Name option to display a 
list of installed printer drivers. 

3. Click the name of the printer to which you will be printing.  

Note: 

If the desired printer is not listed, use the Windows Add Printer 
Wizard to install its printer driver. Refer to Installing Seagull 
Printer Drivers below. 

4. Click Close.
